REGULATIONS
for the 2007 European Youth and Junior Championships

Liepaja (Latvia)
1. GENERAL PROVISIONS
1.1 European Youth and Junior Championships shall be held in accordance with the FIAS regulations in force.

1.2 European Youth and Junior Championships shall be organised by the Latvian Association of SAMBO Clubs and ESF.
1.3 European Youth and Junior Championships shall be held with the purpose of: 

- promotion of sambo in the world, Europe and Latvia;

- strengthening international sports relations;
2. COMPETITION DATE AND PLACE
2.1 European Championships shall be held in Liepaja from 17.05.2007 to 21.05.2007. 

2.2 The competition shall take place in ‘Liepājas Metalurgs’ Sports Hall.

3. PARTICIPATION CONDITIONS
3.1 National federations that are members of FIAS and have paid annual ESF membership fee can participate in the European Championships.

Nominal list of delegation for visa purposes shall contain the following information: name, surname, date of birth, passport number, passport issuing authority and date of issue, passport expiry date, place of birth, declared/registered address, date of arrival and departure, and have a passport copy attached therein.
5. ACCOMMODATION AND ACCREDITATION
5.1 Teams will be accommodated in hotels in Liepaja.
5.2 Accreditation will take place in ‘Liepājas Metalurgs’ Sports Hall. For accreditation, each delegation shall be required to submit a nominal delegation list and one photograph of each delegation member.

6. INSURANCE
6.1 Each participating country of the European Championships shall insure all members of the delegation. 

7. TECHNICAL CONDITIONS OF THE COMPETITION
7.1 The competitions shall be held in accordance with the FIAS regulation in the following weight categories:

· JUNIORS, MEN: 48, 52, 57, 62, 68, 74, 82, 90, 100, +100
· JUNIORS, WOMEN: 44, 48, 52, 56, 60, 64, 68, 72, 80,+80
· YOUTH, MEN: 48, 52, 56, 60, 65, 70, 75, 81, 87, +87

· YOUTH, WOMEN: 40, 44, 48, 52, 56, 60, 65, 70, 75, +75

· All participants shall undergo an obligatory medical inspection and the results of such inspection shall be given in the application.

· Organising Committee shall provide first aid to all Championships participants.

· Team leaders shall submit the following documents to the Secretariat:

· Application with stated weight categories
· Passport
· Insurance
· Licence with a record of paid individual membership fee
· Accreditation
· State flag, an audio cassette or a СD with state anthem.

8. FINANCIAL CONDITIONS
8.1 Each member of an official delegation shall pay the Organising Committee 50 EUR (fifty euro) per day for accommodation and three meals a day.

8.2 Transport: Organising Committee shall ensure transfer of each delegation member from Riga to Liepaja, as well as transport during the championships, for a fee of 10 EUR (ten euro).

8.3 Organising Committee shall not be responsible for transfer of national federations failing to submit their applications for participation in time.

8.4 Delegations leaders have the obligation to settle all financial conditions on the day of delegation’s arrival.

8.5 Organising Committee at its own expense shall receive ESF President, ESF General Secretary and 20 referees appointed by the ESF Referee Board from 17.05 to 21.05.2007.

9. WINNERS
9.1 Winners of the top three places in the European Championships will be awarded medals and diplomas.
9.2 Teams winning the top three places will be awarded cups and diplomas.

10. OFFICIAL CEREMONIES
10.1 Athletes shall take part in the official ceremonies of the European Championships.

10.2 In honour of the winners a national anthem will be played and a national flag hoisted.

10.3 During the award ceremony the athletes shall wear sports uniform.
